Groups of data which have source connections between themselves will
appear in the course of this arrangement. For the purpose of the method they
can be called “types.” The earliest information may be accepted for a basis
of the type, and the following as developments of this basis. Such a type repre-
sents, for example, LXV 3 and 7 (the data of Romualdus Salernitanus and
Corpus chronicorum bononiensium about Robert Guiscard’s invasion in the
Balkan lands); LXV 3 is the basis and LXV 7, which is borrowed from I.XV 3,
the development.

The analysis should proceed with a structural representation of all the data
about Bulgarian history in every source. The pieces of information may be
marked for this purpose by the Roman numbers of the themes they contain,
which are formulated above. For example:
